1 About This Document

This document describes the changes and new features in user commands version 2.1
(released with the first release of Dyalog version 15.0) compared with user commands
version 2.01 (released with the first release of Dyalog version 14.1).

1.1 Compatibility with Dyalog Versions

The user command framework version 2.1 is compatible with all supported versions of
Dyalog (that is, 15.0, 14.1 and 14.0).

The user command JUUpdate can be called to upgrade user commands to the latest
version if you are running Dyalog with administrator rights.
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2 Functional Changes

This chapter details the changes made to user commands for version 2.1.

2.1 General Changes

Output from calls that start with ]? now adhere to the value of JPW rather than using a
fixed print width (which could result in arbitrary line wrapping and possibly necessitate
horizontal scrolling).

Specifically, this applies to:
e 1?7 —list the names of all user commands in their groups
e 1?7+ —list and describe all user commands in their groups
e 1?7 —display general help information
e ]?2<group> —list and describe all user commands in the specified group
e ]?<cmd> —display the help for the specified user command

This enhancement requires [JPW to be set to automatic; the output is then adjusted
according to the width of the Session window when the call is made.

Updates to Values
User commands that change a value now return the previous setting for that value.
Modifier Values that Include Space Characters

Modifier values that include space characters must now be enclosed within single or
double quotation marks.

2.4.1 New User Command Modifiers
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New modifiers have been added to some user commands to enhance their functionality.
These are detailed in Table 8.

Collect

[-decompress]

Decompresses the files as they are
processed.

FILE

Collect

[-quiet]

No messages are returned to the
screen while the files are collected.

FILE

split

[-compress]

Compresses the generated files using
the zlib library.

FILE

split

[-quiet]

No messages are returned to the
screen while the file is being split.

FILE

split

[-track[=n]]

Creates a .info file containing tracking
information for verification purposes.
Optionally, the .info file can be given a
name n, otherwise the name of the
file that is being split is used.

FN

Latest

[-format[=no]]

Specifying a modifier value of no
prevents the reformatting of the
result according to [JPW, instead
displaying it as a list. If no modifier
value is specified, then a list returned
under program control is reformatted
according to [JPW.

FN

Latest

[-last{=n}]

Limits the functions listed to the
number n most recently modified.

SALT

Clean

[-deletefiles]

Deletes the files associated with the
objects cleaned.

Unlike most modifiers, this cannot be
abbreviated.

TOOLS

CopyReg

[-folder{=n}]

Specifies the fully-qualified directory
where the .reg file should be saved.

TOOLS

CopyReg

[-regonly]

Populates a .reg file with the default
set of registry entries rather that the
entire registry tree.

TOOLS

Demo

[-skip{=n}]

Allows for the conditional skipping of
sections in a demo script. Including
this modifier skips over the section
identified by label n.

TOOLS

Version

[-extended]

Returns additional information on the
.NET, Conga and SQAPL versions.
