This document describes the changes and new features in user commands version 2.4
(released with the first release of Dyalog version 17.1) compared with user commands
version 2.3 (released with the first release of Dyalog version 17.0).

1.1 Compatibility with Dyalog Versions

The user command framework version 2.4 is compatible with Dyalog version 17.1 only.
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2 Functional Changes

This chapter details the changes made to pre-defined user commands for version 2.4 of

the user command framework.

For information on specific user commands, enter J<cmd> -? in a Session; this

returns brief information (including appropriate syntax) for the specified user command.

2.1 Changes — Groups

2.1.1 New Groups
